“Paper, wood and fabric have all been used to display the diverse artistic mediums of sculpture, painting,
drawing, printmaking, screen-printing, fashion design and wearable art.

“Admission to the Library is free and open to everyone so we strongly encourage all locals and visitors to
come along and see the amazing work our local visual art and contemporary craft, fashion and wearable
art students are producing.”

The Free Falling exhibition opening night is on Saturday 15 November at 6.30pm and will feature a
catwalk show held by the students at 7.30pm.
